Actions from Previous minutes

After conducting an audit of concessional licenced paperwork, the club is in the final
stages chasing up the members with no copies of registration papers on record and
requesting a copy of their most recent renewal, with only one outstanding.

BlazeAid is a volunteer-based organisation that works with families and individuals in rural
Australia after natural disasters such as fires and floods. Working alongside the rural families, our
volunteers help to rebuild fences and other structures that have been damaged or destroyed.
Equally important, volunteers also help to lift the spirits of people who are often facing their
second or third flood event after years of drought, or devastating losses through bushfires.
Blaze Aid volunteers work in a disaster-affected area for many months, not only helping
individuals and families, but also helping rebuild the local communities.
BlazeAid relies entirely on donations. All donations go directly to the work of providing support
to rural landowners after natural disasters. Your donation to BlazeAid will help us pay for fencing
fools and equipment, safety gear for volunteers, general day-to-day running costs, tool
maintenance, etc.
